     For MSC students wanting student loans, the loan
deadline has been extended to November 1, 2004. 
Because we have experienced problems with the new
software, we will allow you to request student loans
for the Fall semester until November 1, 2004.  You
must complete the loan confirmation form and return
it to the MSC suite.  If you are a new student loan
borrower, please complete the entrance loan
counseling.
     Disbursement Info: For the first disbursement of
the semester, MSC students enrolled at AHEC can
pick up their disbursement on Thursdays.  If you
were not on the first disbursement, new refund
checks will be disbursed on Thursdays ONLY for the
remainder of the semester.  In other words, you will
not be able to pick up checks on Tuesdays at MSC
campus.
     Each time you pick up a refund check, you must
have your attendance verification form signed by 2
instructors totalling 6 credit hours and dated the week
of your disbursement and a photo I.D.
